How to Use DebateWare
DebateWare is the website JSA uses to allow students to sign up for main pro, con, and moderating positions at JSA events. Therefore, it is crucial that everyone acquire a working knowledge of how to access the site.

Steps:

1. Go to jsa.debateware.com.

2. Click “NES” for Northeast State. 

3. Click “Create Account,” fill out all required fields and click “Register”.  

4. Login using the e-mail and password with which you registered.

5. Click the “My Events” tab to view upcoming JSA events. Clicking on the name of the JSA event brings you to the list of debates that you may sign up for.  

6. Clicking once on the “Request Pro,” “Request Con,” or “Request Mod” buttons is all that is needed. If you accidentally click on the button of a debate that does not interest you, you can still undo the request. Go to “My Debates” and click the little red “x” to the left of the resolution to undo the request.  

Also, keep in mind that the number directly to the left of the “Request Pro” button is the block number of the debate.
7. Click the “My Debates” tab to see all the debates you’ve requested and those you’ve been assigned a position for. It’s best to check this in the days leading up to the event. You just never know if you might be given a position the day before the event! 
8. Prepare for your debate and get pumped! 
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
